Open to all creative artistic fields including but are not limited to fine art, photography, woodwork, sculpting,
pottery, writing, poetry, metal work, music, etc.

The applicant must demonstrate talent in a relatively new artistic field, and document how the grant will assist
in the development of that talent. The grant is not meant to be used to produce a product.

Photographs of your work. (You may be asked to show your actual work at a
later date). Do not submit actual work initially.
Specific itemized list of what you are requesting, including source and cost.
Other pertinent information you feel may assist the review committee in
considering your request. eg. background information, goals, etc.
Submissions are judged on their overall presentation.
